Setting a deletion flag in work center maintenance does not necessarily ensure a
work center will be deleted.
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Data Residence Time/Retention Period in the System
(PP-BD-WKC)

Some data, which is no longer used, must still remain active in the system for a specific amount
of time although it would otherwise be archived. The residence time is the amount of time the
data must remain active in the system or the retention period, for example due to a legal
obligation to preserve business records. Work center data does not have a residence time. If the
system determines that a work center meets the archiving requirements, it can be deleted
immediately without further residence time.
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Technical Data (PP-BD-WKC)

At present, no information exists about program run times for archiving work centers.

To archive a work center with two capacities, each containing an interval of available capacity
with a shift sequence, you will need approximately 30K bytes of storage.

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Dependencies (PP-BD-WKC)

You can archive and delete work centers independently of other archiving programs. However,
when you archive work centers, the system checks their usage. Therefore, if possible, you should
have already archived the following objects if a work center to be archived is used in them:

work center hierarchy

operation in a task list

task list header

operation in an order

order confirmations

equipment usage segment
technical location

preventative maintenance plan item
capacity requirements records

If a work center is used in one or more objects, you cannot archive or delete the work center.

.

Note that work centers, which have been logically deleted but which still use objects
(for example, operations) that are physically in the database cannot be archived or
deleted.

If a work center is used in a hierarchy, you can remove the work center from the
hierarchy or delete the hierarchy to continue archiving.

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Archiving Backflushing Documents (PP-REM)

Definition
Archiving object [Extern] PP_BKFLUSH for archiving backflushing documents.

Use

You can use archiving object PP_BKFLUSH to archive backflushing document data from
Repetitive Manufacturing, if immediate access to this data in the system is no longer required.
The system writes the data to archive files and then deletes it from the system on successful
completion of the transaction.

Structure
Backflushing document data is stored in various tables. The individual tables are as follows:

BLPK Document log header record

BLPP Document log item

MKPF Material document header

MSEG Material document segment

AFRU Backflushing worklist

CEzZP Line item reporting point update

AFFW Single postprocessing record

AFWIS | Postprocessed single postprocessing record

Integration

The archiving functions are integrated in the Repetitive Manufacturing menu under Backflush
Archive document log.

After archiving the backflushing documents, you can also archive the documents for the product
cost collector. Again, an archiving object is provided for this purpose, CO ORDER [Extern].
